Acceptable Use Policy 

 
 
INTRODUCTION:  
 
Internet access is now available to students, teachers, and administrators of Leakey ISD.  
We are happy to offer these services and believe it offers vast, diverse and unique 
resources to both students and teachers.  Our goal is to promote educational excellence in 
the Leakey Independent School District by facilitating resource sharing innovation and 
communication.  
 
The Internet is a global system of interconnected computer networks that use the standard 
Internet Protocol Suite (TCP/IP) to serve billions of users worldwide. It is a network of 
networks that consists of millions of private and public, academic, business, and 
government networks of local to global scope that are linked by a broad array of 
electronic and optical networking technologies. The Internet carries a vast array of 
information resources and services, most notably the inter-linked hypertext documents of 
the World Wide Web (WWW) and the infrastructure to support electronic mail. 
 
1. E-mail (Electronic mail) to people in Leakey and all over the world.  

 
2. WWW (World Wide Web)-Graphical interface to other sites all over the world using 

Internet Explorer or Netscape. Through this platform, one may see and get resources 
from thousands of archives worldwide. 

 
3. Discussion groups on a wide variety of topics ranging from ethnic cultures to the 

environment to music to politics. 
 
LISD NETWORK POLICIES:  
 
1. Users must respect the privacy of others.  Users shall not intentionally obtain copies 

of or modify files, passwords, or data that belong to anyone else.  No one should 
represent himself or herself as someone else by using another account.  No one 
should forward personal material without prior consent.  
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2. All users must respect the legal protection provided by copyright license to programs, 
books, articles and data.  

 
3. Users must respect the integrity of computing systems, for example, no one should 

develop programs that harass other users, or attempt to infiltrate a computer or 
computing system.  

4. Do not reveal the personal address or phone number of yourself or other individuals. 
 
5. No advertising for either profit or campaigns for political office are allowed through 

the Network.  
 
6. Use of the Leakey ISD network for games or for passing chain letters is not 

considered acceptable, as this places a heavy load on scarce resources.  
 
7. Users must respect the rights of other individuals and not use language that is 

abusive, profane, or sexually offensive.  
 
8. Electronic Mail is not guaranteed to be private. Messages dealing with illegal 

activities may be reported to the appropriate authority.  
 
9. If a member feels there may be a security problem on the Network, he/she must email 

the system administrator (postmaster@leakeyisd.net) or contact the District office and 
inform them of the problem.  

 
10. Be careful to protect your password. Call the system administrator if you forget your 

password. Any abuse of your account by someone else is your responsibility. If you 
believe someone else may have your password, you should immediately change it and 
report the problem to the system administrator.  

 
11. All must abide by existing Federal and State laws in force regarding electronic 

communication. This includes accessing information without authorization, giving 
passwords out, or causing a system to malfunction. These laws carry penalties of up 
to 20 years in prison.  

 
12. Access to the Internet is considered a privilege. Anyone found using access in a way 

deemed inappropriate will be denied privileges. 
 
13. Transmission of obscene materials is prohibited.  Sending or receiving offensive 

messages, pictures and/or programs from any source will result in the immediate 
suspension of privileges and may incur disciplinary action. 

 
SECURITY: 
 
Security on any computer system is a high priority.  Users must never allow others to use 
their account/password.  Users should also protect their account and password to ensure 
system security and their own privilege and ability to continue to use the system.  As a 
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user of the network, you may be allowed to access other networks (and/or the computer 
system attached to those networks). Therefore: 
 
1. Use of the system and/or networks in attempts to gain unauthorized access to remote 

systems is prohibited. 
 
2. Use of system and/or networks to connect to other systems, in evasion of the physical 

limitations of the remote system/local, is prohibited. 
 
3. Decryption of system or user passwords is prohibited. 
 
4. The copying of system files is prohibited. 
 
5. The copying of copyright materials, such as third-party software, without the express 

permission of the owner of the proper license, is prohibited. 
 
6. Intentional attempts to ÒcrashÓ Network systems or programs are punishable 

disciplinary offenses. 
 
7. Any attempts to secure a higher level of privilege on Network systems are punishable 

disciplinary offenses. 
 
8. The willful introduction of computer ÒvirusesÓ or other disruptive/destructive 

programs into the organization network or into external networks is prohibited. 
 
VANDALISM AND HARASSMENT: 
 
Vandalism and harassment will result in cancellation of user privileges.  Vandalism is 
defined as any malicious attempt to harm, modify, and destroy data of another user.  
Internet, or other networks that are connected to the Internet backbone.  This includes, 
but not limited to, the uploading or creating of computer virus and malicious fictional 
information.  Harassment is defined as the persistent annoyance of another user, or the 
interference of another userÕs work.  Harassment includes, but not limited to, the sending 
of unwanted e-mail. 
 
MONITORING: 
 
The Leakey Independent School District reserves the right to review any material on 
user-accounts and to monitor fileserver space in order for the Leakey Independent School 
District to make determinations on whether specific uses of the network are 
inappropriate.  In reviewing and monitoring user-accounts and fileserver space, the 
Leakey Independent School District shall respect the privacy of user-accounts.
